Expanded Treatment Option with Speech Therapy
Jones Regional’s speech therapy services have expanded to offer the Lee Silverman Voice Treatment, 
also known as LSVT. The treatment helps patients suffering from loss of vocal abilities due to 
Parkinson’s disease, multiple sclerosis, stroke, ataxic dysarthria (problems with speech muscles), aging 
voice, vocal fold paralysis and children with cerebral palsy and Down syndrome. The speech therapist 
helps patients with retraining their perception of normal loudness. The therapy also builds the muscles 
and support structures required for good, clear speech.
